The Civil Society in the Opposition (LA SOCIEDAD CIVIL en la Oposición)

Calvià, October 9th, 2009

This recently founded association has been registered at the National Register of Associations, in the Interior Ministry, Madrid, with the number 593427. In parallel the association has also been registered at the Registre d’Entitats Locals, at the Municipality of Calvià, Mallorca.

The aim of this association is to fight against the corruption existing in the local administration, focusing initially to Mallorca, and specially to Calvià. 

This association accuses Calvià’s Mayor of mismanaging millions of Euros yearly when not complying with the legal norms on waste selective collection, established by Ley 10/1998 de 21 de abril, de Residuos, and the Decreto del Consell de Mallorca 21/2000, de 18 de febrero, Plan Director Sectorial para la Gestión de los Residuos Urbanos de Mallorca. These laws rule the obligation of Selective Collection of all wastes generated by the residents, even the organic fraction or bio-waste to be recycled.
The Civil Society estimates million of Euros are paid yearly unnecessary to a private company, Tirme, for land-filling at open air, that could be very easily causing corruption, with the Calvià’s residents monies. The Civil Society demands the Municipality an immediate stop of these practices that create high risk to the environment, unnecessary expenditure and possible source of corruption.

Other issues the Civil Society is addressing are: the increase of the Tax IBI that the Municipality says is has decreased earlier, the price of the drinkable water and the method used to estimate the volume of residual water generated. Further issues could arise when new members will join us.
